Janeiro. Most of January he spent in that lovely place, not only relaxing but also 

doing  EME on 70cm, 6cm, 6m and also for the first time on 2m. Though he had 

some problems on 144 MHz, mainly with noise generated by RS232/USB adaptors 

and a tx/rx relay that did not back switch to rx if he ran the sspa above 600 W, he

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Best VHF DXpedition of the Year 2011: C56EME 
Also for 2011 the VHF DX Portal MMMonVHF conducted their annual VHF 

DXpedition of the year survey. During the voting period from 1st to 20th January 

2011 114 individual voters were counted, the highest number since 2007. Votes 

were received from 25 different countries which have clicked 353 times for 50 

different 2011 DXpeditions which were published on the review page of 

www.mmmonvhf.de during the voting period. 

And this time it was a pretty close race: Just one vote difference was between the 

first and the second place in the EME section. The “Atletico Team” – maybe one 

time René PE1L will explain the reason for that name – was just that one point 

ahead with their C56EME DXpedition to Gambia. They made the triple complete 

after their wins in 2010 (3B8EME) and 2009 (5Z4EME). From C5 they had logged 361 

initial QSOs within ten days one year ago, in February 2011. Pine ZS6OB with his 

7P8EME team who had very successfully 

activated Lesotho in September 2011 was 

just that one vote short. However, they sure 

are not too much disappointed  as this is still 

an excellent judgement and reward for the 

big effort they had put into bringing Lesotho 

on the moon. Hermann DL2NUD’s and Joe 

DL9MS’ 8P9MS DXpedition to Barbados in 

November 2011 made it to the 3rd place. The 

VHF community says ‘Thank You’ to them all, 

and particularly to the many other 

DXPeditions who did not make it to the first 

three.

4U1ITU (JN36) 

The Atletico Team will work from 4U1ITU – ITU building which counts as a separate 

DXCC – from 23 to 25 March 2012. Chris PA2CHR, Johan PA3FPQ, Jurgen PE1LWT 

and René PE1L will be QRV with their usual setup 2 x 8 xpol yagi, 400 watt amplifier 

and a low NF preamp (WA2ODO). Working frequency is 144,134 MHz with 4U1ITU 

always tx first. Latest news are on http://www.emelogger.com/4u1itu 

  

 
Chris PA2CHR last worked from 4U1ITU in 2007, then doing meteor scatter only. (PA2CHR) 
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J52EME Guinea Bissau (IK12DT) 

The dates of the J52EME Guinea Bissau activity are coming closer and closer. It is 

scheduled from 23 March to 7 April 2012. The team finally received all the permits 

from the authorities in Bissau. The call signs J52EME for VHF/UHF and J52HF for HF 

are confirmed. Two groups will operate simultaneously, with preference on EME on 

2m, 6m and 70 cm. 

 

Equipment on 144 MHz is 2x8 xpol,, preamplifier gift of WA2ODO preamp (gift from 

Pete), 1 kW amp. Working frequency in the 2m band is 144,130 MHz. J52EME is 

always tx first.

5X1EME EME from the Pearl of Africa 

From previous activities in Africa we know that René PE1L and his friends are always 

very much attracted by that continent. Consequently they have planned their fourth 

EME DXpedition trip Africa. For 2012 they selected Uganda. This time Eltje PA3CEE 

will join the party again. He was also joining in Kenya (5Z4EME 2009), Mauritius 

(3B8EME 2010) and the Gambia (C56EME 2011).  

 

The two man team will be QRV on 2m moonbounce as 5X1EME. If possible they 

might also bring a small 70 cm setup. Plans are to start operations on 25 May (Eltje’s 

birthday) near Kampala (KJ60GH). So they will work only some 30 km north of the 

equator. It's a hard job to get the license there: the callsign is still a bit insecure but 

they have good faith in obtaining 5X1EME. They want to be active at least during 

two whole weekends when there is good activity in combination with good moon 

conditions. Last operation will presumably take place on 3rd June.  

 

Setup is 2 x 8 Xpol yagi, 400 watt amplifier and a low NF preamp (WA2ODO). 

Working frequency is 144,134 MHz, 5X always tx first. Latest news are on
